


Our ‘Reading Round the World' programme has come to a close for 2009. We have run a total of 43 events
which has included 38 workshops in schools, libraries and other venues and five adult events. Artists who
have participated in the programme are illustrator Jutta Bauer (Germany), illustrator Axel Scheffler (UK),
author and illustrator Lliuis Farré (Catalonia, Spain), author Anders Brundin (Sweden), author Timothée de
Fombelle (France) and translator Sarah Ardizzone (UK), author Jane Vejjajiva (Thailand), author and
illustrator Anna Mycek-Wodecki (Poland), author and illustrator Pablo Bernasconi (Argentina), author

Fridrik Erlings (Iceland), illustrator Hervé Tullet (France), author Kazumi Yumoto (Japan) and her franslator
Cathy Hirano (Japan) and author Ulf Stark and his translator/publisher Julia Marshall (New Zealand).

We have covered a wide range of age groups from five to 18 years and a variety of venues including the
Eden Proiect in Cornwall and the British Airwavs Community Learnina Centre near Heathrow.
